Coaching Guidelines & Rules

The purpose of the Fox Chase Soccer Indoor Home League is to ingtruct the players in the fundamentals of soccer,
organize teams for competition conducive to physica, mord, and mental development, and to ingtdl good
gportsmanship. Mogt importantly, everyone should have FUN while achieving these godls.
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Ensurethat all players play a minimum of 50% of every game, regar dless of playing abilities. A
player may not play the entire game. The only exception isnot enough players.

All players must wear shin guards for practice aswell as games. No jewelry alowed (earrings, €tc.)
Team captains will be rotated week to week so every player has an opportunity to be a captain.

Make sure that the area your team utilized during practice and gamesis cleaned up of any food, water bottles,
trash, etc.

Games will consigt of two (2), 22-minute haves (running dock). Three (3) minute hdf time. Have players
arrivefifteen minutes before gametime. No over-time in regular season games.

Substitutions on the fly, possession kicks, and god kicks. No subgtitutions on free kicks or corners. No on the
fly godie subdtitutions. Player must be off before substitute comes on.

Five (5) players on the court, plusagodie.
There are no offsides.

Any fouls called within the god area and three point basketball perimeter, the ball is placed outside the three-
point perimeter for an indirect kick.

All freekicksareindirect. Note: A tap is consdered an indirect kick.
If the bl iskicked and hits the rafters of the gym, aone (1) minute pendty is accessed to that player.

Each team has one (1), one (1) minute time out per game.
All-Star games are April 1, 2006. Playoffs start March 2006.

We encourage al teamsto put a least one team in the 3 v 3 tournament (April 1, 2006). More information will
be digtributed later in the season.
