It is viewed as a display of 
poor sportsmanship and it can be cause for creating a negative environment in an already 
emotionally charged crowd.  
 
The Parents 
Your Team parents are a direct part of your team. They are your responsibility. They 
should support the play of all the children from both teams, including the referee. 
Inappropriate behavior, by a parent or spectator, toward a player or referee will not be 
tolerated. 
 
The Players 
Let’s remember that the Player’s are all children. Regardless of the player’s abilities, they 
all have one thing in common. THEY WANT TO HAVE FUN!!! 
 
Substitutions 
Substitutions are to be made on the fly. The player being substituted must be within 5 
yards of the bench and approaching before the replacement may enter the field of play.
